UPDATE FROM TOWN DEVELOPMENT MANAGER, LEE DUNKLEY

	 Just a quick update from me about the progress made in the last few months.

	 As you will have seen, the Clotworthy’s building in Fore 
Street, which was identified by you, the people of Redruth, as 
the site most in need of attention back in February 2010, has 
been improved. The images on the front show Mr Clotworthy 
in the centre, and to each side are images of Redruth’s Fore 
Street when traffic used to bustle through.

	 Another major site in need of attention is the wasteland 
area at the bottom of Station Hill. There is a plan for this 
area which is subject to attaining the necessary funding. It 
includes constructing a large piece of artwork – which has 
already been wonderfully designed by students at Redruth 

School – to cover the building face, and using artistic lighting to emphasise different facets. Plans for the 
space in front of the building are again subject to attaining funding, but we hope to be able to have it made 
safe for public use or at least use effective and artistic hoardings. As with Clotworthy’s, these are interim 
measures pending redevelopment.

	 The alleyway adjacent to Wilkinson’s and Clotworthy’s (Butcher’s Opeway) has been resurfaced and 
repainted, and the artwork along it cleaned up. As part of continued work to improve Redruth, the street 
furniture has also been cleaned and the probationary team have repainted and tidied up Symons Terrace.

	 In other news the town is coming alive throughout December with Christmas celebrations. The independent 
‘Christmas Events Group’ have done a fantastic job of laying on many events, and they have also produced 
a programme which you can obtain as a hard copy from shops in the town centre, or from the Town Council 
Chambers on Penryn Street (opposite St Rumon’s Gardens). Electronic copies can be sent to you on request – 
email me at tdm@redruth-tc.gov.uk. There is also a Christmas market every Saturday between 27th November 
and 18th December. For events further in to 2011, see the ‘dates for your diary’ section in this newsletter.

	 The online presence of the town is growing, and I’d like to point you to the new-look Town Council website 
which has up to date news and events information, a ‘Redruth Revealed’ film which you can watch, as well as 
all the Town Council business.
